The Aristocracy Against Democracy

Sunday 16th December saw the Countryside Alliance, mostly shipped up from England in buses, descend on Edinburgh to march against the anti-hunting bill currently going through the Scottish Parliament.  

In among their ranks were members of the splinter group, the Real Countryside Alliance (RCA). The group are annoyed by the Countryside Alliance's claim that they represent a broad range of rural interest when they are, and have always been, a minority pro-hunting group. Bearing banners with phrases such as 'the Aristocracy Against Democracy', 'Don't Stop the Killing', 'I Love Torturing Animals' and 'Put the Blood Back in Sport' the group joined the front of the march for several minutes. In this time one of the banners was ripped by a woman brandishing a knife and an RCA protestor was hit across the head with her own placard. The police then confiscated the banners and threatened to charge the protestors with 'Breach of the Peace'.
