Tension Defused: On 2 Sept, at 800 hrs, previous tension in the south-west of Mazar city was defused by intervention of Governor and Wahdat representatives.

Arrests: According to some sources, two individuals were arrested by police with 25 kgs of Opium in the city.

Kandahar Province:

AG Warnings: On 2 September, it was reported that Mulla Abdul Wahid has been redeployed to SR along with 80 armed insurgents equipped with heavy and light weapons to attack and kill high profiled government officials and international aid workers at the area of Delaram and Chakaw district on Kandahar-Herat Main Road. 

Ambush: On September 1, at 0130h three USPI cars patrolling on Kabul Kandahar high way were ambushed by insurgents equipped with RPG and small arms. One security guard was killed and two wounded in the ambush.

False UN ID card: Reportedly an international UN Staff observed an unidentified man with a false UN ID card.  He was in the immigration office in Pakistan side trying to pass through the immigration with this card. However he was not recognized as a UN staff. This could be linked with previous information related to the use of false UN ID card in order to enter the UN premises with terrorist plans.

Attack on CF: On 2 September, local sources reported that in Khas Uruzgan district, insurgents fired rockets on a CF base on the 1 September. Number of casualties are not known yet.

Suspect individuals penetration 02 Sept, Kabul city:  Received a report that an organized group of 10 to 15 men from different countries (Arab, Pakistani, Chechen and Turkish) have entered the city along with sufficient amount of magnetic Mines, the a/m individuals all are well dressed wearing sunglasses and driving new vehicles. They are tasked to carry out BBIED and detonation on high profiles installations (no exact indication). Reports continue that they have set some of the magnetic IED’s into Pepsi or Coca-Cola cans and position them on the roads where the vehicles commute. These IED’s will explode as soon as they are pressured or stepped on.  
Weapons confiscation 01 Sept, Kabul District 5: District security personnel in Chowki e Arghandi confiscated five pistols, one Ak 47, three pepper spray, and five rockets.

Suspicious VBIED 02 Sep, 15:10 hrs, Kabul District-10: A suspicious unattended vehicle parked on the road in front of Wazir Akbar khan mosque District -10.  ISAF have been observing this vehicle. It was suspected that this vehicle may have been set with a remote controlled IED. Area reopened by 16:00 hrs without incident.

ISAF Helicopter went Down: 29 Aug, Kalakan district north of Kabul: (Late report) An ISAF Helicopter went down within Kalakan district due some technical problem one of the Pilot reportedly suffered minor injury.

Ammunition confiscation 01 Sept, Maydan Shah:  ISAF conducted an operation in Maydan Shah and confiscated a large quantity of ammunition (75 mortars, 57 cluster rockets, 400 bullets of heavy machine gun, 16 mortar capsules, BM 12 and some cluster capsule). No more details at this time.
