ELECTION DAY
1. The Embassy will open an office near the front gate staffed by H.M. Consul (David Gardner) or the Vice Consul (Penny Curtis)

2. In the event of isolated incidents, Consular staff will provide a service either from the Embassy or at the scene if there are British casualties (subject to the security situation)

3. If disturbances are more widespread, the Embassy will provide a safe haven to British citizens

4. Other internationals will NOT be turned away but

5. Facilities will be very basic and
6. If the situation is prolonged, we could quickly move to consideration of evacuation 

EVACUATION PLAN
The plan is in three stages:
i. Keep your heads down and stay in your accommodation 
ii. Go unless it is essential to stay and 
iii. Go! Last chance! (The Embassy cannot protect you if you choose to ignore this advice.)
HOW WILL YOU KNOW?

1. HM Ambassador will make the decision to go to stage iii and evacuate

2. Wardens will be contacted by radio or mobile phone

3. Messages will be transmitted on: BBC World Service, BFBS, text messages, through ANSO and other informal communication networks
WHAT SHOULD YOU DO?

1. Collect passports and other important papers, and ONE SMALL carry-on bag per person (N.B. Those with children will be allowed extra but bring your own nappies!)
2. Get to an assembly point – Embassy or Camp Souter (opposite Supreme off the Jalalabad Road.)

WHAT WILL THE EMBASSY DO?

1. Register evacuees and confirm eligibility to travel (N.B. They will NOT separate families when one spouse is not British)
2. Provide emergency passport facilities

3. Administer basic first aid

4. Provide basic food and shelter

5. Arrange transfer from the assembly points to the airport
WHAT HAPPENS NEXT?

1. You will be evacuated to a nearby safe country

2. The Embassy in the safe country will meet the flight(s) and help with onward travel etc.
Let’s hope that it does not come to this but it is better to be prepared…
