There 

was at the time an excessive amount of s

o-

cial rented housing, but now, because of the 

massive rise in house prices there is not 

enough rented houses in the social sector

. 

More and more poor people are turning to 

private landlords, but they don’t want to 

know because New Labour has told Hou

s-

ing Benefits to only pay private landlords 

£68 per week when their rents are now in 

the region of £100 per week. As a result of 

what is happening there has been:

70,000 families living in ove

crowded conditions in Liverpool

An increase in poverty because of 

high rents and mortgages

 

Homelessness is on the increase

 and the

housing associations in other parts of t

country are charging their tenants £100 per 

week in rent. Is it any wonder when the 

chief exec of Riverside pays herself

ll consist of mainly houses and also yuppie flats. All the shops 

on Wavertree Road will probably be replaced with yuppie flats s

imilar to the ones on Edge Lane.

Bellways also have plans for Tunnel Road, which is at this present moment public parkland. Bell

ways intend 

to purchase this public land (public land belongs to us because we are the public, but the corrupt council are 

steal

ing our land and selling it to Bellways at a knock down price) running from the £1.4m useless Job Bank 

to Parliament Street. Aga

in Bellway intend to build yuppie flats and 2 to 3 bedroom houses.

 

How much will these houses cost?

 

·

3 bedroom new build houses w

ill cost somewhere in the region of £125,000, but Bellway says that they may 

be able to sell them for £112,000. But if central g

overnment don’t subsidise them they will cost:

 

·

2 bedroom house at £112,000 will cost £720 per month  with a 25 year mortgage

 

·

3 b

edroom house at £125,000 will cost a massive £805 per month with a 25 year mortgage

 

The whole emphasis behind New Labours “Heart

lands” initiative is to reduce the amount of rented housing and 

increase homeownership. This is all fine and dandy, but there is

 one snag. The unfair “Heartlands” initiative was 

started 4 years ago and as such this corrupt New Labour Government did not exp

ect the houses to quadruple in 

price in Liverpool and right across the whole north west region of the country. You see even this control freak  L

a-

bour Government can not dictate the market. Anyway, as a result many young people, especially people who are 

on low wages, and m

ost of the workforce in Liverpool and Merseyside are on buttons, can not afford a new build 

at the ludicrous prices above. So what is to be the outcome? More homelessness, because this middle class su

p-

por

t

ing government is allowing local government to knock all the terraced housing association houses down so as 

to replace them with

 more houses for sale rather than for rent. Tenants must wake up to this travesty. At present 

the Edge Hill area is comprised of

  50% housing association tenants and 20% private landlord tenants. Bellways 

along with Riverside’s Community 7 and oppressive L

iverpool City Council officers. intend to turn this around to 

30% tenants and 70% homeowners and these homeowners will be compri

sed of people who will come in rather 

that the demolition homeowners who will be forced out. Remember most demolition homeowners

 are only going 

to get between £30,000 to £40,000 for their old houses. Already the executive director of C7 has stated publicly

, 

quote: The loss of rented accommodation is aimed from the private sector .i.e. private landlords. But in reality C7 

will only 

have enough house to rehouse very few RSL tenants. Where are the private landlord tenants going to go?
