Farmers resist destruction of poppy fields, four injured in eastern Afghanistan 
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JALALABAD - Farmers in two villages of Achin district of the eastern province of Nangarhar clashed with the police on Wednesday, resisting officials' attempts to destroy their poppy fields, resulting in injuries to two policemen and two villagers. 
The villagers started firing on the police who were attempting to destroy the fields and the police opened retaliatory fire, according to Qari Amir Khan Liwal the deputy of security police in Nangarhar. Liwal did not give any figures of injuries. He said the poppy destruction campaign had just been resumed after being suspended for some months during winter. 
According to locals, residents of Depo and Goshtan villages of Achin district attacked the police and in the clash two police officers and two local residents were injured. Abdul Kabir, a resident of the area, said there were two helicopters of security forces flying overhead to help the police. 
According to Dr. Sayed Jamal Pacha, a doctor in Ghani Khail Hopital, two injured persons were brought to the hospital and one was taken to Peshawar. 
A resident who didn't want to be identified said they will not let the campaign to destroy their poppy fields succeed. "The Government promised us a lot of things but didn't fulfill any one of them. If poppy is destroyed, our children will die of hunger" he said.
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
