
Day of action as Tony Blair sets out new
nuclear power policy in Nottingham
AROUND 100 people,
including the President and
the Social Justice Officer of
the Student Union marched
down from the Union
Building and managed (due
to a clever diversion through
some woodland) to stage a
sit-in protest and block the
front entrance to the confer-
ence centre for an hour and a
half, while the shouting and
screaming could be heard in
the Labour Party meeting. 

The police penned in the
group, including some chil-
dren. Dozens of police vans
filled up the streets on cam-
pus. Although no-one got
arrested, various people were
stopped and searched under
section 60.

After it was leaked that the
PM was to meet at the uni,
various groups met up to
spontaniously organise to

counter this meeting, which
was meant to take place in
secret. Some affinity group
actions were planned but
were made impossible due to
the heavy police presence.

Nevertheless, the word
about Tony Blair coming to
campus spread around the
university like wildfire,
resulting in a good turnout for
the demonstration, something
the police and Labour Party
officials did not expect.

At about 13:20, after rain,
an hour and a half of being
penned in by the police and
Tony Blair leaving in a high
speed convoy from the back
entrance of the conference, it
seemed the end of an exciting
and wet day which seemed to
have left people inspired that
something was pulled off
within 48hrs notice.
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BNP wins second place
in local by election 

The Britisch National
Party managed to get
over 30% in a local
byelection in
Derbyshire. The party
came second with just
159 votes behind
Labour in Heanor and
Loscoe in
Derbyshire's Amber
Valley borough.

The BNP seems to get
more active in the
Midlands region, with
Notts Indymedia
recently reporting on a
wave of abuse
towards the organisers
of a community arts
event in Coalville,
North East
Leicestershire.

Nottinghamshire
community officers get
new powers to 'detain'

As part of a new pilot
scheme, Nottingham's
'police support offi-
cers' (PCSO's) will be
getting powers to
'detain a person for up
to 30 minutes to allow
for the attendance of a
police officer or until
the reason for deten-
tion no longer applies'.
The press release by
N o t t i n g h a m s h i r e
Police also states that:
'The power to detain
occurs where the
PCSO is dealing with
a person for an offence
where the name and
address is withheld or
believed to be false.
The sort of offences
this covers includes
fixed penalty offences
such as cycling on the
footway, dog fouling
and litter; also any
offence involving
injury, alarm or dis-

tress to any other
party; the loss of, or
damage to, any other
person’s property; act-
ing in an anti -social
manner including the
consumption of alco-
hol by young people
in public places and an
order to disperse
under Section 30 of
the Anti-Social
Behaviour Act 2003'.
'The power enables a
PCSO to detain a per-
son for up to 30 min-
utes to allow for the
attendance of a police
officer or until the rea-
son for detention no
longer applies.
However, the power to
detain does not affect
a PCSO’s power as a
citizen to exercise a
citizen's power of
arrest in appropriate
circumstances'.

The entrances and exits
were blocked for over an
hour. Drivers were deterred
from using the station. The
Police turned up but had little
choice but to let the blockade
continue, they ended up park-
ing their police cars accross

the entrances to the forecourt
after motorists had tried to
force their way through the
barricade of cyclists in des-
peration to refuel their vehi-
cles and buy their newspa-
pers.

Park Authority halts quarrying at Backdale in the Peaks

Peak Park have served a stop
notice, effective today 30 Jan,
on Merriman who are quarry-
ing at Backdale. National Park
minister Jim Knight has visited
the site today and pledged his
support. Merriman have threat-
ened to open two more sites if
stopped at Backdale.
A significant milestone in the
Backdale Quarry saga occurred
today when the Stop Notice
came into force and the nation-

al park minister came to see
for himself what all the fuss is
about. Jim Knight, Minister for
Landscape and Rural Affairs,
deplored the harm to an iconic
landscape here in a national
park, and said that he has
authorised financial backing
for the Park to serve the stop
notice. The Backdale site lies
at the eastern end of Longstone
Edge in the Peak District
National Park, some four miles

north of Bakewell.The stop
notice, served by the Park
Authority (NPA) on the quarry
company Merriman of
Leicester and the landowner
Bleaklow Industries, is intend-
ed to prevent further destruc-
tion until a planning inquiry
reports its findings. The
inquiry is now scheduled for
April this year and should
report in the Autumn.
