I have made myself familiar with the case of Ismet Hyseni.

 

Ismet is a single man who had to flee Kosovo with all his other family members at the height of the war in 1999. He, his brothers, sisters, father and nieces, nephews, and in-laws all came to UK together under the Special Kosovan Evacuation programme and were among the first people to come to Glasgow's asylum community. The Hyseni family members each applied for asylum once the evacuation programme ended in May 2000.  

Each of the Hyseni brothers, sisters, their children, and their elderly father have all been granted the right to work and settle in UK by Home Office. It seems so unfair to deny Ismet the right to feel safe, free and settled. At least ten of the Hyseni family have been given permanent right to settle here in UK.

 

Ismet has had his asylum application refused. He has no home or job to go back to in Kosovo. He has been in Glasgow for nearly 8 years, it is time for Home Office to show compassion to his situation and grant Ismet the right to stay in the UK to enjoy a settled life with the rest of his family.

 

He has engaged in educational courses such as English and also computing. He has participated in voluntary work ; recently he has been busy with Red Cross - an organisation he and his family relied on much when separated by war and held in camps waiting to see if they would be spared from the atrocities of Kosovan war.  Ismet is also involved in the Bridges Project in Glasgow ; he is due to go on a placement at Shawlands Academy as a shadow teacher. 

Ismet is a peaceful, educated, quiet-living, law-abiding man who would be an asset to this country socially, culturally and economically if given the right to be safe and free in UK.  He has an engineering background - a profession that is much needed here. Ismet was a teacher back in Kosovo and it’s his dream to become a maths teacher here.

 

Ismet's family are terrified of what will become of him if he is removed to Kosovo. The family have endured so much horrific mental and physical trauma in the past there. Ismet has bouts of depression because of his past experiences in his country of origin.  Family and friends believe his removal would be an injustice.

Please do not remove Ismet.  Grant him the right to settle and work in UK.  Allow him to live a peaceful life with the rest of his immediate family members who have so far been granted the Leave To Remain in the UK.
