TOTAL Oil is the fourth largest oil company in the world and one of the 
biggest foreign investors in Burma. Its joint venture with Burma’s 
dictatorship earns the military regime hundreds of millions of dollars every 
year.  
 
Widespread systematic human rights abuses have been associated with 
the TOTAL pipeline, including forced labour, torture and rape. In addition, 
tougher European Union sanctions against Burma have been blocked by 
the French government in its effort to protect TOTAL’s interests in the 
country.
