The government's human rights record remained poor, and government officials at all levels continued to commit serious abuses. The most significant human rights problems included; domestic violence and discrimination against women; female genital mutilation (FGM); child abuse and child sexual exploitation; societal violence; ethnic, regional, and religious discrimination; and trafficking in persons for the purposes of prostitution and forced labor.

She has two lovely children, Daniella 2 and Elizabeth 3. They were both born in Birmingham; they go to nursery with our children they play in the park with our children. Elizabeth has special needs and needs the extra support that her special needs teacher can provide. She has many friends and is always smiling. Daniella is in nursery part time and loves mixing with all her friends.

Jumoke and the children have been torn out of their community, she is distraught, lonely and fearful for her life and that of her children. She was took in the early hours of Wednesday morning 12th December and I am worried that I will never see her or Daniella & Elizabeth ever again.

As an asylum seeker she didn't have much, but she had the most important gift of all, friends, she new she wasn't alone, but now she is.

All I can do is try to stop Jumoke being deported to a country that her children don't know, a way of life that is alien to them; they were born here for god’s sake.

I know if she gets sent back that mother & children will have a miserable existence, I have been researching life in Nigeria and have read story's of, terrible violence against women and children, ritual killings, things to awful to contemplate.
Friends who have spoken to her regularly since she has been taken and she just cries for everyone to help her. She has asked that someone be found to have her children as she can't bear to see them taken to Nigeria, imagine having to bring your children to a place where they are going to suffer, it is just the most awful thought imaginable.

I am concerned that this forced deportation of Jumoke Adediwura and her children Elizabeth and Daniella is a severe breach of justice.

I ask that British Airways does not carry out the forced removal.
