                                   Re: Pappy Munona, Ruddy Lelo-Masiala,  and Wanda Mizolo Tetecame
                                  Kenya Airways is being ‘Used’ to enforce UK Immigration laws, I am asking you to cease this practice forthwith, let UKBA enforce these policies themselves.
UKBA has booked three DR Congolese to be forcibly removed from the UK on Tuesday 28th September @ 20:00 on Kenya Airways flight KQ101 to Nairobi then KQ554 to Kinshasa DR Congo.
They are:

Pappy Munona, who was arrested, tortured and detained by the secret police of the government of DR Congo and was held without trial for a year at Kin Maziere prison because of his friendship with Mr Eric Lenge, who was the alleged leader of a coup attempt in 2004 in Kinshasa. Papy has a partner of three years in Leeds and has grown close to her two children. He is wholly dedicated to his life and community in Leeds. In the 5 years since he applied for asylum he has volunteered with the Oblong Resource Centre which "provides advice, support and facilities for local people who want to make a difference to local communities through volunteering."  His solicitor, friends, family and campaigners are working to try to cancel his removal. 

Ruddy Lelo-Masiala, Ruddy had to flee the Congo for being a member of BunduDiaKongo, a movement which the government of the Congo considers an insurgency. Although Ruddy's claim for asylum was rejected he now has new evidence to support his claim and this cannot be presented if he is removed.

Wanda Mizolo Tetecame, came to the UK on the 28th January 2005 after she has been a member of UDPS (Union for Democracy for Social Progress), a main political party in the DR Congo. Because of this she became a target to the Kabila's government through her political activities and was forced to leave the country on the 27th January 2005 and flee to the UK. Her asylum claim was rejected and became a failed asylum seeker on section 4 support until the day of her arrest
I urge you the Area Manager for Europe and America not to allow Pappy Munona, Ruddy Lelo-Masiala,  and Wanda Mizolo Tetecame or any other Africans refused asylum seekers booked on that KQ 101 flight to be forcibly removed.

I believe that the current Home Office policy of considering DR Congo as a "safe" country does not reflect the reality of cases like Pappy Munona, Ruddy Lelo-Masiala,  and Wanda Mizolo Tetecame. I also believe it is not the job of passenger flights to assist in unjust deportations. All three are supported by their respective UK Communities. I urge you to not allow Pappy Munona, Ruddy Lelo-Masiala,  and Wanda Mizolo Tetecame, et al, to fly on Tuesday the 28 September 2010 at 20.00 hrs.
